Remember his name because he will be a force to be reckoned with for years to
come.

&quot;Cujo&quot; Joe McCall got another victory in a lopsided win over
Dominic Quarazzo. McCall worked a solid ground and pound and the
fight was stopped in the 2nd due to a nasty lump on the side of
Quarazzo's cheek. It looked as if something was broken.

Sonny Marchette's wrestling is top of the food chain. He was
dominating Donny Walker for a round and a half. He was
landing good solid shots with a wicked jab. His takedowns look
unstoppable.

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looked solid and I look to see more of both of them in the near
future.
